PROJECT Title:  Horseshoe Lake Levee Restoration and Park Enhancement
PROJECT LOCATION:  Mojave Narrows Regional Park is located in the High Desert area of Victor Valley, along the western bank of the Mojave River in an unincorporated area of San Bernardino County. The park lies within the City of Victorville Sphere of Influence and just west of the Town of Apple Valley. Access to the Park is through the community of Spring Valley Lake via Yates Road.  The Project is located within Sections 10, 14, 15, 22, and 23, Township 5 North, Range 4 West, Victorville Quadrangle; San Bernardino Base and Meridian. 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The Proposed Project consists of improvements at the Mojave Narrows Regional Park to restore Horseshoe Lake as a warm water fishery, improve on-site stormwater detention capacity and flow patterns, and renovate existing on-site Park facilities.  Project activities include the construction of a levee abutment, excavation of the dry lake bottom to restore lake depth, and expansion of the existing detention basins.
HAZARDOUS WASTE SITES:  The Project site is not located on any known listed toxic sites pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5.
