Whereas, literacy has a direct and profound impact on several elements of a complete county, most especially jobs and the economy, education, public safety, and wellness; and

Whereas, literacy is a key component in achieving the Countywide Vision’s regional goals of  partnering with all sectors of the community to support the success of every child from cradle-to-career, and establishing the county as a model in the state where local government, regulatory agencies and communities are truly business-friendly; and

Whereas, California Standards Test results indicate third graders in San Bernardino County are less proficient readers than third graders statewide and in neighboring counties; and

Whereas, in September 2015 the Countywide Vision embarked on a year-long campaign titled Vision2Read to foster literacy within San Bernardino County; and

Whereas, the Vision2Read effort will promote reading and literacy programs throughout the county, direct those who need assistance to those programs, encourage members of the community to volunteer in reading and literacy efforts, and raise overall awareness of the importance of reading and literacy to the county’s future; and
Whereas, the Vision2Read effort will involve various public agencies and institutions, including the County of San Bernardino, San Bernardino County Superintendent of Schools, California State University San Bernardino, (list additional agencies as appropriate). 
Now, therefore, be it resolved, that the (Governing Board) of the (Name of Agency) endorses the year-long Vision2Read effort to commence on September 19, 2015.
