Communication Services: Companies that provide communication services
using fixed-line networks or those that provide wireless access and services.

Energy: Companies that produce or refine oil and gas, oil field services and
equipment companies, and pipeline operators.

PORTFOLIO COMPOSITION AND ANALYSIS         
             


The total assets in the County of San Bernardino’s 
defined contribution plans increased from $738 million as 
of December 31, 2013 to $751 million, an increase of 
1.8%. The increase was mainly driven by the appreciation 
of the investments resulting from the 1st quarter equity 
performance. The 457 assets in the Ameritrade Self 
Directed Brokerage Account (SDBA) is remaining 
constant at $1.9 million. The 401(k) assets in the SDBA 
are also somewhat constant at $441,000.  
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457 PLAN CASH POSITION:   
 
The stable value crediting rate was reduced from 2.10% in the fourth quarter of 2013 to 1.90% in the first quarter of 2014 with the Committee’s 
decision to reduce the duration of the Stabilizer portfolio, moving from a Core Plus strategy to an Intermediate Aggregate Plus strategy to align 
the portfolio to be more sensitive to increases in short term interest rates.  ING Investment Management (IIM) completed the transition to the 
Intermediate Aggregate Plus strategy in the first quarter.  The transitioning portfolio earned 2.18% annualized return in the first quarter.  The crediting 
rate remained at 1.90% for the second quarter 2014.   


 
401(k) PLAN CASH POSITION:  
  
The assets in the Stabilizer decreased from 27.7% to 27.0% mostly because of outflow. 
 
RETIREMENT MEDICAL TRUST CASH POSITION:  
 
There continues to be a decrease in the percentage of assets in the fixed interest account from 69.0% in the ING General account to 67.6%.   
 
457 PLAN MUTUAL FUNDS POSITION:  
 
The out performance to the customized benchmark for the one (1) year period is due primarily to the performance of both the small cap 
actively managed funds (Loomis Sayles Small Cap Growth and Invesco Small Cap Value) and the three (3) international funds (Dodge & Cox 
International Stock, Oppenheimer International Growth and DFA International Small Company).  The customized index is devoid of expenses 
while the mutual funds do have an expense structure, so the out performance in the one (1) year period is impressive. The underperformance 
of Perkins Small Cap Value, ING Mid Cap Opportunities and MainStay ICAP Select Equity contributed to the drag of one (1) year 
performance.  
 
The Sharpe Ratio is a tool that helps determine if the risk the fund or portfolio is taking to achieve the performance is worthwhile.  The Sharpe 
Ratio for the 457 reduced from 1.08 to 0.96.  
 
The Standard Deviation is a measurement of the volatility of the portfolio’s short term return from the average long term return.  The three (3) 
year Standard Deviation for the portfolio is 12.86, which is higher than the benchmark of 11.42.  
 
The Alpha, a measurement of the value added by the investment manager is -1.70.  Beta is a measure of the degree of change in value that 
can be expected given a change in value in the comparable index.  The Beta is 1.12 over three (3) years.   
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401(k) MUTUAL FUNDS POSITION:   
 
The Sharpe Ratio for the 401(k) portfolio is 0.95. The three (3) year Standard Deviation for the portfolio is 12.97; which is higher than the 
benchmark of 11.97.  The Alpha is -1.75 and the Beta is 1.08. 
 
RETIREMENT MEDICAL TRUST (RMT) MUTUAL FUNDS POSITION: 
 
With the RMT heavily weighted to the ING General Account, the gains or losses of any one fund has little effect on the total portfolio.   
 
The Sharpe Ratio for the RMT portfolio is 0.96. The three (3) year Standard Deviation for the portfolio is 11.01 which is higher than the 
benchmark of 9.49.  The Alpha is -2.46 and the Beta is 1.15.

Last quarter we cautioned that the dramatic outperformance of this fund is unlikely to continue, especially given the strategy of mixing in small and mid 
cap growth stocks. As Small Growth stocks returns diverge from Large Growth, you may see this fund’s returns sink relative to the index and peer 
group. A fund that outperforms by being different runs the same risk of underperforming.  
 
While the Sharpe and Sortino ratios look good longer term, the excess returns in the short run have been matched by higher standard deviations, 
which means this fund merely matches or underperforms on a risk-adjusted basis. 
 
This high growth strategy will have times where it will outperform by wide margins, but we expect this outperformance to be cyclical in nature and for 
reversals to happen.

This fund’s name will change to Parnassus Core Equity on May 1, 2014. The “equity-income” moniker was part of the original name due to the 
prospectus requirement of 75% of assets in dividend-paying stocks. The managers have never focused on high income in the past, instead focusing 
more on the total fundamentals of a stock. Thus Core Equity is a better reflection of this fund’s mission. The fund will continue to own at least 75% of 
assets in dividend-paying stocks. Another good reason the fund might be renamed “Core Equity” is that it does not invest purely in Large and Mega 
cap names as its peer and index do. The fund has over 30% of assets in small and mid-size companies and a weighted-average market cap that is 
half the index and nearly a quarter of the peer group. It’s closer to the Russell 3000 than the Russell 1000. 
 
Returns have been good against either the S&P 500 or Russell 3000, despite some minor underperformance for the one (1) year period. The fund is 
in the top 1% of the peer for the ten (10) year period and 2% for the fifteen (15) year period. 
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On a risk-adjusted basis the fund has performed even better, posting a better Sharpe and Sortino ratio than the peer and indexes over all time 
periods out to fifteen years. 
 
The focused portfolio may trail at times, but the fund tends to outperform on a risk-adjusted basis over most long periods of time. For an ESG 
focused fund, this is remarkable, but entirely consistent with the concept of ESG, according to the managers (they believe ESG screens reduce 
overall long-term risk).

Morningstar analyst Flynn Murphy commented on co-manager Hugh Mullin’s style saying “At this fund, he seeks dividend-paying stocks he believes 
are trading at a discount to their intrinsic value based on both fundamental inputs and quantitative metrics. Mullin looks for a catalyst that can drive 
price appreciation, such as industry consolidation, before he will add a name to the portfolio. Mullin also favors firms he believes can grow their 
dividends at an elevated clip over firms with plump dividend payments.” This mostly lines up with what we were told on several conference calls. 
 
From July 1, 2013 through March 31, 2014 the fund returned 17.33% versus the peer of 16.82% and the index of 17.8%. The fund has a much 
higher market cap than the index ($69 billion versus $51 billion), but is below the peer ($82 billion).

2013 was a tough year for this fund relative to the peer and index, but the returns were great on an absolute basis. MainStay ICAP Select Equity buys 
very large stocks and focuses the portfolio. This focused portfolio coupled with good stock picking has helped this fund beat the peer and index over 
most long time periods, but it can also occasionally cause a hiccup. One bad pick can lead to overall underperformance in the short-term and one of 
those hiccups happened in 2012/2013 with Barrick Gold (ended up with a 50% loss on the position).  
 
Given the fund’s stellar history of being right more often than wrong, the current string of underperformance should not cause panic. Given time, the 
odds are these experienced managers will be back on top.

This fund has steadily been developing into a go anywhere type fund that just happens to average out into the mid cap style box.  The weighted-
average market cap is about $16 billion, 60% higher than the mid cap index and twice the size of mid cap category. 50% of the stocks are large cap 
or giant (as defined by Morningstar) and 50% are between micro cap and mid cap. While large cap value seems to be the heaviest weighting, the 
rest of the portfolio spreads itself across the other eight style boxes.  
 
Style drift is an issue with this fund, it is no longer a mid cap blend or value fund.  It is an all-cap fund with a bias toward leveraged balance sheets 
(wherever they can be found). This allocation makes the fund difficult to benchmark. We did find that for the most recent periods, Core Equity funds 
(specifically Core Equity II) from Dimensional Fund Advisors (DFA) provide a pretty good fit (DFA manages mostly passive portfolios). Against the 
DFA indexes the fund underperforms in the one (1) and three (3) year periods and does so with more risk, but beats by a significant margin over five 
(5) years (which is not surprising as the move to all-cap is more recent).

This fund has been moving back and forth between the blend and value category and has a higher allocation to mid-cap stocks than the peer and 
index. For a value fund the holdings are quite growth-like with 26% in the Technology sector versus 11% for the index and 14% for the peer. This 
fund cannot be accused of index hugging as most of its sectors look very different than the peer and index allocations. This strategy has obviously 
worked as the fund is ranked in the top 15% of the peer group for the one (1), three (3), five (5) and ten (10) year periods ending last quarter.  


The downside with such a strategy is that the fund may experience times where we see the opposite of what we see now, long stretches of 
underperformance. As long as the committee is comfortable with it not looking exactly like the index, this management team believes they have a 
reasonable case that their strategy can outperform. Given that much of the returns were generated when the asset base was significantly smaller, we 
are cautiously optimistic.

Perkins style has been out of favor for a long time, but 2014 may be the year things turnaround. The fund is in the 4th quartile of the peer group over 
all time periods measured, one (1), three (3) and five (5), and has struggled to keep up with the relentless moves upward in the markets.  
 
The team has made some changes, mainly to the cash holdings. Cash used to be a sign that the manager felt the markets were getting overvalued - 
the higher the stake, the more likely the market was overvalued, but the big drawdowns never materialized this time. The fund trailed almost solely 
due to its cash stake. Going forward the fund will attempt to stay mostly invested and large cash stakes are unlikely. This should help in up markets, 
but may hurt this fund in a downturn. The cash stake has always helped the fund land much smoother than the peers, next time the landing may be 
a bit more rough. 
 
The good news is that participants shouldn’t have to worry about being fully invested in the market when owning this fund. While the road is bumpy 
with this fund, we think the manager’s stock picking and risk management skills are superior and would recommend continuing with this fund.

This fund gets a bit of a bum rap in most ranking systems due to the category in which it is placed, World Stock. It is certainly a Global Equity fund, 
but CWGI is more global than most World Stock/Global Equity funds. The allocation to Emerging Markets is about the same as the peer and index 
(MSCI ACWI), but the allocation to developed international is purposely higher. This higher allocation to international developed stocks hurts the 
fund’s return relative to other World Stock categorized funds who are more biased toward the United States when U.S. stocks outperform. U.S. 
stocks have outperformed (as of late and by a wide margin in 2013) international developed and this continues to account for the seemingly poor 
performance against the peer and index. 
With all of that said, this fund is actually outperforming the peer and index over the one (1) and three (3) year periods and only slightly 
underperforming over the five (5) year. The returns have been achieved with either the same or lower risk than the peer or index. 
Bottomline, this fund is well managed and doing even better than we should expect given its structure.

Dodge and Cox willingness to be different has paid off as the International offering has outperformed the peer and index by wide margins on both an 
absolute and risk-adjusted basis (despite a rough 2008 and 2011). Given the poor showing in 2008 and 2011 one might question the risk-adjusted 
return. This can be explained by the upside performance being so big it overcame the poor downside. This should present some caution to 
participants as a dramatic upside after a fall is not a guarantee. The expectation should be that this fund will fall further than both the peers and 
index during rough times and the hope should be it continues to outperform when markets recover. This has certainly been the case as the fund is 
now in the top 10% of all foreign blend funds over the one (1), three (3), five (5) and ten (10) year periods.  
 
While the fund has an equal weight to a few sectors, we find significant under and over-weights in others. Consumer Defensive, Healthcare, Utilities, 
Technology, Communications and Basic Materials all look substantially different than both the peer and the index.  A final word of caution, mean 
reversion is rarely averted in the stock market and in particular, mutual funds.  Our advice is to lower expectations going forward. Such large 
variance from an index or peer can certainly lead to great returns, but it can also lead to periods of underperformance.

Currently there is a big overweight to Industrials (23% of portfolio versus about 12% for peer and index) as well as a big focus on Europe (fully 84% 
of the portfolio versus 52% and 60% for the index and peer, respectively). The fund is also light on Japan and on Emerging Markets compared to the 
peer and index. This fearless approach to the category allows the fund to be different and the returns have not disappointed. The fund ranks in the 
top 10% of the peer group across all time periods. 
 
This success is encouraging and we think it’s likely the recipe used by management and can continue to be successful.  However, we caution (as 
we always do) that such outperformance is likely to mean revert at some point. The manager’s strategy may fall out of favor or other events may 
conspire to bring returns back down to earth.

This fund has a track record relative to the peer that is almost unheard of, falling into at least the top 3% of the peer group for the one (1), three (3), 
five (5), ten (10) and fifteen (15) year time periods (top 1% for the ten and fifteen). This doesn’t mean the fund produces consistent results in the 
short-term.  It found itself at the bottom of the peer group during the rough markets of 2008 and 2011. Over longer stretches of time the bad years 
have been more than made up for by the good years. The fund has placed in the top quartile in eight (8) of the past ten (10) calendar years (seven 
of those eight were at least in the top 7% of the peer). 


Much of this record was created when Kathleen Gaffney was aboard, but the lead manager Daniel Fuss has always been at the helm and will stay 
until his retirement. The real issue for Investment Grade (and several Loomis Bond funds) is who will succeed Dan Fuss. Gaffney was the heir 
apparent but moved on in 2012.  Participants who understand that his fund is designed to take risk in bonds should be served well over the long 
term, as long as they can hold on for the long term.

Not many income funds have 70% in stocks which makes this fund difficult to place in a peer group. What sets this income fund apart is that the 
focus is not purely on income from fixed income instruments.  Instead the focus is on generating income from all potential asset classes (including 
equities) with a secondary focus on capital growth.

As mutual fund investors, we have received quantitative and qualitative analysis that provides investors with a look back at how and why a 
mutual fund performed as it did.  Morningstar® is a dominant player in mutual fund analytics. Their quantitative star rating for funds is a 
backward looking achievement test. The star system takes into account performance category peers after adjusting for risk and sales 
charges over three (3), five (5) and ten (10) year periods with the greatest weight on the ten (10) year achievement. 


Morningstar® has developed a more qualitative approach to evaluating the potential for funds to outperform their benchmarks and peer 
groups.  This is a forward looking approach that uses a methodology based on five qualitative and numeric factors or pillars.   


The five pillars are:   


1. PROCESS 
2. PERFORMANCE   
3. PEOPLE 
4. PARENT 
5. PRICE  


Performance is viewed in the context of risk taken, with a focus on downside risk.  The Morningstar® analysts consider that the fundamentals 
and risks of a fund’s holdings are as important as past performance, perhaps more so. 


Morningstar® assigns three medal ratings, Gold, Silver and Bronze, along with a Neutral and Negative rating.  Morningstar® has only 
completed 500-600 mutual fund assessments with this new process.  So many funds will have an “N/A” instead of one of the five ratings.  
We expect that nearly all funds will have a rating by the end of 2012.    


The ratings should be interpreted as follows: 


GOLD  


A Gold rating indicates an expectation that the fund will outperform its relative performance benchmark and peer group within the context of 
the level of risk taken over the long term, (usually five years or a full market cycle).  To earn a Gold rating a fund must distinguish itself 
across the five pillars.  
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SILVER 


Funds in this category have notable advantages across most, but perhaps not all of the five pillars.  Funds that have a high price may be the 
reason for the Silver rating. 


BRONZE  


Funds with a Bronze rating have advantages that outweigh any disadvantages across the five pillars.  Like Silver, Bronze rated funds may 
be working their way up or down the scale. 


NEUTRAL 


These are funds where the Morningstar analysts do not have a strong positive or negative conviction.  For example, a fund that combines an 
overly benchmark conscious strategy with competitive fees could receive this rating because the strategy lends itself to average 
performance. 


NEGATIVE 


These funds have at least one major flaw that is likely to hamper future performance.  For example, a fund that combines an overly 
benchmark conscious strategy with high fees could receive this rating because its strategy lends itself to underperformance. 


N/A 


Morningstar® analysts have not completed their evaluation of this particular fund. 


CONCLUSION   


• One caution is that a fund with a Gold rating is not necessarily suitable for all investors. 
• The People pillar is more critical in concentrated funds whose success is tied to stock picking. 
• The expense is a critical factor in all funds, but particularly index funds. 
• This rating system does not replace the Morningstar® star system but rather supplements it. 
• Finally, there are skeptics of this rating system. We think it may take some time to evaluate the effectiveness of this forward rating 


system.

FUND REVIEW AND ANALYSIS TUTORIAL 


 
 
The Fund Review and Analysis presents a comprehensive overview of plan performance as well as a 
detailed examination of the performance of individual funds.  Below is a brief description of each 
section: 


1. MARKET OVERVIEW:  A broad overview of the economy and its related impact on the investment 


market as a whole.  Includes a review of domestic and international equity markets, fixed income 


markets, sector analysis and major indices, including category and asset class comparisons. 


2. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  A summary of the performance of the overall portfolio and brief evaluation of 


each individual fund. Examines the mutual fund family history to identify compliance related issues, 


management turnover, management’s investments in their own funds and compensation structure. 


3. RATES OF RETURN: Identifies individual fund performance over one, three and five year periods and 


compares to the appropriate benchmarks and peer groups as outlined in the Investment Policy 


Statement.  


4. PORTFOLIO STATISTICS:  Compares a customized portfolio benchmark and average categorical 


statistics to the individual investment option statistics.  


5. ASSET ALLOCATION: Reveals the dollar amounts and percentage of assets in each investment 


option with a comparison to the previous reporting period. 


6. EXPENSE: Identifies the administration fees, advisory services fees, 12b-1 marketing fees and other 


fees totaling the entire revenue structure generated to the various fund families and providers.  


7. SNAPSHOT: Identifies risk characteristics of the portfolio and the individual investment options to 


determine the level of risk and appropriateness of the risk compared to performance.   


8. STOCK OVERLAY: Illustrates the concentration of stock holdings in order to insure proper 


diversification. 


9. GLOSSARY OF TERMS: Defines and explains commonly used financial terminology. 


10. FUND DETAIL: Provides a detailed report on the performance of each individual fund.  
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GLOSSARY OF TERMS  
 


1. MORNINGSTAR STAR RATING  
The star rating is based on a risk-adjusted return measure.  Risk is measured as the amount of 
variation in the fund’s performance. Funds are rated for up to three periods, the trailing three, 
five and ten years.  For a fund that does not change its style or category during any of the three 
periods the overall rating is calculated using the following weights: 
 
AGE OF FUND OVERALL RATING 
At least three years but less than five 100% three year rating 
At least five years but less than ten 60% five year, 40% three year rating 
At least ten years 50% ten year, 30% five year and20% three year rating 


 
 


STARS ARE ASSIGNED BASED ON THE FOLLOWING SCALE: 
Top 10% of the funds within a category/style = *****  5 Star 
Next 22.5% = ****  4 Star 
Next 35% = ***   3 Star 
Next 22.5% = **     2 Star 
Bottom 10% = *      1 Star 


 
2. MORNINGSTAR CATEGORY / INVESTMENT STYLE  


The Morningstar Style Box combines the various investment strategies.  For the equity style 
box, the vertical axis shows the market capitalization of the stocks owned and the horizontal 
axis shows investment style, (value, blend or growth).  For the fixed-income style box, the 
vertical axis shows the average credit quality of the bonds owned and the horizontal axis 
shows the interest rate sensitivity as measured by a bond’s duration, (short, intermediate or 
long).  
 


a. ASSET CATEGORIES 
The asset category of equity mutual funds is based on market capitalization, (the 
average size of the publicly traded companies that the fund owns), and the 
investment style based on the investment objective and the fund manager’s 
investment strategy.  The asset category is not based on the name of the fund as 
the name can sometimes be misleading.   


 
b. MARKET CAPITALIZATION 


Market capitalization is based on the number of shares of stock outstanding, 
multiplied by the price per share of the publicly traded company.  The market 
capitalization boundaries are: 
 


• SMALL CAP = less than $2.173 billion 
• MID  CAP  = $2.173 to $10.153 billion 
• LARGE CAP = over $10.153 billion 
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c. INVESTMENT STYLE 


 Growth Funds:  Invests in companies whose earnings are expected to 
grow faster than average. 


 
 Value Funds:  Buys stocks from companies that are selling for low prices 


relative to earnings and are out of favor with stock analysts. 
 
 Blend / Core Funds:  Mix of growth and value strategies.  


 
Over time both growth and value styles have comparable performance results, but during any 
particular period one style will out perform the other. 
 


3. TOTAL RETURN 
The average net return to the investor for one (1), three (3) and five (5) year periods. 
 


4. % RANK WITHIN MORNINGSTAR CATEGORY 
The first number is a percentile based on a scale of one (1) to 100.  One (1) is the best.  In this 
example, this fund was in the 2nd percentile of its category, large value, for the rolling five (5) 
year period. The number in parentheses represents the number of funds in that category for 
that time period.  
 


5. STANDARD DEVIATION 
Standard deviation is a statistical measure of the volatility of a fund’s short term return from the 
average long term return.  The higher the standard deviation, the greater the range of actual 
returns, (higher & lower), compared to the average return. 
 


6. SHARPE RATIO 
The Sharpe ratio determines if the performance of a particular fund is worth the risk it assumes. 
Treasury bills have no risk and the Treasury bill rate is subtracted from the return earned by the 
fund. The difference is divided by the standard deviation.  If the resulting quotient is positive, 
the fund is worth the risk.   
 


7. ALPHA 
Alpha measures the difference between fund’s actual return and its expected return based on 
the fund’s beta and the actual returns of the comparable index.  Alpha is often viewed as a 
measurement of the value added or subtracted by the fund manager.  A positive alpha 
indicates that the fund performed better than its beta predicted.  
 
Using the above example, if the fund performed 8% better than the comparable benchmark 
index, the alpha would be positive.  
 


8. BETA 
 Beta is a measure of the degree of change in value that can be expected given a change in 


value in the comparable index.  A fund with a beta of one (1) indicates that the fund’s value will 
with move with the market. A fund with a beta greater than 1.0 is more volatile than its index 
and beta of less than 1.0 is less volatile than the index.  A beta of 1.05 indicates it should 
perform 5% better than its corresponding index in an up market and conversely, 5% worse in a 
down market.  
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9. R-SQUARED 
R-squared reflects how closely the fund mirrors the comparable index and therefore reflects the 
percent of a fund’s movement that can be explained by movements in its benchmark index.  An 
index fund is usually 99% or 100% of the comparable index.  R-squared is also helpful in 
assessing the significance of the beta and alpha.  If the R-squared is low, then the beta is less 
relevant to the fund’s performance.  


 
10. INVESTMENT OBJECTIVE 


Most investment objectives are clearly stated, however, the following asset classes sometimes 
need additional clarification: 
 


 Equity-Income:  Seeks income and growth by investing in stocks that pay 
dividends and/or invest in bonds as well as stocks. 


 
 Global/World:  Can invest in foreign and U.S. securities. 
 
 International/Foreign: Can invest only in foreign securities.   


 
11. AVERAGE EFFECTIVE MATURITY 


This is a weighted average of all effective maturities of the bonds in a portfolio.  Effective 
maturity takes into consideration mortgage prepayments, puts, and adjustable coupons.  When 
duration is unavailable, this is used to determine the fixed-income style box.  Generally 
speaking, the longer the maturity, the greater the interest rate risk. 
 


12. AVERAGE EFFECTIVE DURATION 
Duration is determined by a formula that includes coupon rates and bond maturities.  A fund 
with a duration of 10 years is twice as volatile as a fund with a five (5) year duration. 
 


13. AVERAGE CREDIT QUALITY 
Average credit quality provides a snapshot of the bond portfolio’s overall credit quality.  It is an 
average of each bond’s credit rating, adjusted for its relative weighting in the portfolio.  A bond 
fund would be considered High Yield if the portfolio contains at least 65% or more of bond 
assets in bonds rated below BBB. 
 


The INFORMATION RATIO is not listed on the Morningstar individual fund summaries but we will use it to 


evaluate differences between funds.  It is a tool that helps determine the combination of value added, 


(excess returns), and the incremental risk taken to achieve those results.  Because the Information Ratio 


captures excess returns and relates that to the excess risk, the ratio is a good method for evaluating 


more and less aggressive managers of competing funds within the same style category.

Amid a pick-up in volatility, capital markets managed to edge higher over the quarter. While equities did start the year lower, most major market 
indices rebounded to finish the quarter in positive territory. In a turn of events from last year fixed income out-performed equities as yields 
decreased. The 10-year Treasury finished a 2.73 percent by quarter end, 30 basis points lower from where yields ended last year. Domestic fixed 
income returned a positive 1.8 percent (Barclays Capital Aggregate Bond Index). Equity market performance cooled a bit from last year’s record 
setting pace, but still managed to move higher at the end of the quarter. U.S. equities finished the quarter with a gain of 2.0 percent (Russell 
3000 Index) and international equities finished close behind with a gain of 0.8 percent (MSCI EAFE Index). 
 
Equity Markets were pushing up against record high levels at the end of the quarter, which could have been one reason why equity markets 
advanced at a much slower pace than they had in 2013. But even at such high levels, which can sometimes worry investors, equity market 
valuations are not far from their historical averages. The price to earnings ratio is a measure of value that is often used when trying to determine 
if a stock, or stock market, is “expensive” or “cheap”. The equity market’s current price to earnings ratio suggests that it could be both, depending 
on the time period being examined. The price to earnings ratio for the S&P 500 Index was 15.2 as of 3/31/14, which was slightly higher than its  
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10-year average of 13.8, but slightly under its 20-year average of 16.1 (JP Morgan Guide to the Markets 2Q’14). While the comparisons could 
suggest an equity market that is “expensive” or maybe “cheap”, it more likely suggests that equity markets are in a range near “fair value” (neither 
expensive nor cheap). 
 
Consumer confidence, highlighted in our 4Q’13 quarterly chart, will continue to be an important factor as we proceed deeper into the year. 
Investors will also be carefully watching the Fed, and the degree to which their tapering plans impact the economy. While the outcome of greater 
(or less) consumer confidence is relatively clear (greater consumer confidence is better than less), there are still questions about what impact the 
Fed’s tapering will have on the economy and the markets. There has never been such a large monetary stimulus program in place like 
quantitative easing. Accordingly, there is little precedent for what happens when it goes away. Yields were (and are) expected to rise as a result, 
but as the First Quarter showed, yields are driven by more than just what the Fed does.

    Kaleidoscope: Changing Leadership


The following chart exhibits the volatility of asset class returns from year to year by ranking certain key indices in order of performance. Also included in the chart 
is a balanced index, which represents a mix of U.S. equity, international equity and fixed income indices. The chart graphically displays the volatility of asset class 
returns from year to year, highlighting the importance of diversification. Top-performing asset classes in a given year do not tend to repeat their stellar 
performance in subsequent years. Accordingly, the worst performing asset classes in a given year often tend to outperform in future years. Said differently, past 
performance is not a good indicator of future performance. Diversification, demonstrated by the balanced index, helps reduce return volatility and the uncertainty 
that accompanies trying to pick the best asset class (or avoid the worst) in any given year.

Companies in this
sector include Allianz, J.P. Morgan Chase and Legg Mason.


Real Estate: This sector includes mortgage companies, property management
companies and REITs. Companies in this sector include Kimco Realty
Corporation, Vornado Realty Trust and Westfield Group.


Sensitive Economy
Communication Services: Companies that provide communication services
using fixed-line networks or those that provide wireless access and services.
This sector also includes companies that provide internet services such as
access, navigation and internet related software and services. Companies in
this sector include AT&T, France Telecom and Verizon Communications.


Energy: Companies that produce or refine oil and gas, oil field services and
equipment companies, and pipeline operators. This sector also includes
companies engaged in the mining of coal. Companies in this sector include
BP,ExxonMobil and Royal Dutch Shell.


Industrials: Companies that manufacture machinery, hand-held tools and
industrial products. This sector also includes aerospace and defense firms
as well as companies engaged in transportations and logistic services.
Companies in this sector include 3M, Boeing and Siemens.


Technology: Companies engaged in the design, development, and support
of computer operating systems and applications. This sector also includes
companies that provide computer technology consulting services. Also
includes companies engaged in the manufacturing of computer equipment,
data storage products, networking products, semi-conductors, and
components. Companies in this sector include Apple, Google and Microsoft.


Defensive Economy
Consumer Defensive: Companies engaged in the manufacturing of food,
beverages, household and personal products, packaging, or tobacco. Also
includes companies that provide services such as education & training
services. Companies in this sector include Philip Morris International,
Procter & Gamble and Wal-Mart Stores.


Healthcare: This sector includes biotechnology, pharmaceuticals, research
services, home healthcare, hospitals, long-term care facilities, and medical
equipment and supplies. Companies in this sector include Astra Zeneca,
Pfizer and Roche Holding.


Utilities: Electric, gas, and water utilities. Companies in this sector include
Exelon and PG&E Corporation.

The first quarter results are from a combination of the Core Plus strategy and the 
Intermediate Aggregate Plus strategy.  The portfolio did have an effective fourth 
quarter in comparison to bond benchmarks. 
 
The average credit rating of the portfolio is A1.  A1 is the top tier of “Good.”  The 
benchmark is AA2, middle of Excellent. The lower credit rating is due to the 
overweight of investment grade (BBB) holdings and the nearly 14% allocation of 
below investment grade investments. The BBB rated investments total 19.8% 
versus the index of 9.2%. 
  
The portfolio has been outperforming the Barclays Capital U.S. Intermediate 
Aggregate Bond Index because of favorable asset allocation and security 
selection.  With a greater allocation to higher yielding assets, the portfolio is 
taking on more exposure to investment grade corporate bonds and reducing 
exposure to Treasuries. 


 
The ING Investment Management (IIM) team has managed to also generate excess earnings by specific securities selection in the investment grade 
corporate bonds generating 0.80% and high yield generating nearly 2.00% excess return to Treasuries. Overweighting to Commercial Mortgage 
Backed Securities (CMBS) has been beneficial because of the improvement in the commercial real estate market.  Non-agency Mortgage Backed 
Securities (MBS) have benefited by the recovering housing market.
