	Reintegration Experience of Post-Incarcerated Fathers 

Dr. Sheldon Smith spoke on the reintegration of incarcerated fathers. Dr. Smith reviewed the study of research done on the experience of post-incarceration fathers. Interviews were conducted using various methods via phone and face to face interviews.   Dr. Smith categorized groups of fathers and used data collected from the interviews for the study. The result of the study ended with 3 sub-theme groups and various results on the impact of changes that occur during the reintegration experience. A copy of the presentation will be sent out to the attendees for reference for the study. 

Strengthening Families through Evidence-Based Programs

Testimony was given by a participant from the Parents Anonymous program. Children also gave video-recorded testimony on the different methods of support provided by Parents Anonymous. Dr. Pilon-Berlin spoke on the current population in California of children and parents who lack support. Parents Anonymous provides three different services to assist parents who are reintegrating back into families. Also, providing resources to families with domestic violence, family counseling, community outreach, and support groups. Parents Anonymous program assists parents with the daily struggles of adjusting back to daily life with their families but also assists families with the transition of welcoming parents into the home. Parents Anonymous is able to assist the entire family with services if needed.

A reorganization was conducted and restructured from 40 members to 18 members to oversee the council. A billion dollars of funding was made available this year. 
          

San Bernardino County Probation
Vocational services will be offered in the facilities. A nurse position has been hired to attend at each of the facilities. Housing is currently providing for 70 individuals. Probation is now offering classes to participants and individuals who would like to take advantage. 

United Way/211 Reentry Program
Michelle received training on conducting assessments to intervene and alleviate with resources and assist community partners. The program also participated in a conference and received positive feedback. Conducted a job readiness workshop with Parole.
